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Travel report from Rwanda  
A SPIDER delegation consisting of Dr. 
Afzal Sher, Magda Berhe, Prof Åke 
Grönlund from Örebro University and 
Thomas Norrby from Swedish 
University of Agricultural Sciences had 
the opportunity to travel to Rwanda at 
the end of May for updates in the 
SPIDER supported  E-agriculture 
project.  

The delegation met with  Professor 
Romain Murenzi, the Minister of 
Science, Technology and ICT. Inception 
meetings were held with the National 
University of Rwanda, Rwandan 
Information Technology Authority, 
Swedish Embassy, Kigali Institute of 
Science and Technology and the 
Rwandan Development Gateway.  The discussions largely focused on future collaboration and 
capacity building projects,  SPIDER is now looking into developing a two-year course to bridge 
the gap in technical knowhow and hands on knowledge.
